PARTICIPANTS
Dr Iuliia Anosova is a researcher and practitioner specializing in international law and human rights. She obtained her PhD degree in International Law at the National University of Kyiv-Mohyla Academy in 2019. During the past five years she has been actively involved as a lawyer and legal expert at Ukrainian civil society organizations working with the issues of gender-based violence, human trafficking, children and women`s rights. Since June 2023 she is a postdoctoral fellow under the MSCA4Ukraine fellowship at the Human Right Centre of the Faculty of Law and Criminology of Ghent University.
Prof. Dr Myroslava Antonovych is the Head of the Centre for Genocide and Human Rights Studies and Associate Professor of the Faculty of Law at the National University of Kyiv-Mohyla Academy. Dr Antonovych is also Dean and Professor at the Ukrainian Free University.  She is a former Judge ad hoc of the European Court of Human Rights. She received her Doctor of Legal Sciences Degree from NaUKMA; Doctoris Iuris (Habilitat) degree from the Ukrainian Free University and LLM degree from McGill University in Montreal, Canada. She is the author of more than 130 publications on Public International Law, International Human Rights and Genocide Studies.

Volodymyr Hryshko is a Senior Legal Counsel at Truth Hounds and a PhD candidate in International Law at the National University of Kyiv-Mohyla Academy. His research focuses on legal innovations in international humanitarian law, particularly in relation to new technologies and methods of warfare. He currently serves on the International Advisory Council of the Prosecutor General’s Office of Ukraine, providing expertise on war crimes against the environment. In 2024, he co-coached the Kyiv-Mohyla Academy team that won the 47th Telders International Law Moot Court Competition.

Dr Dmytro Koval holds a Ph.D. in international law. He served as a member of the Ministry of Justice Expert Committee on International Humanitarian Law Implementation. As a Legal Director of Truth Hounds, he worked on IHL and IHRL issues in Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, China, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Tajikistan, and Ukraine. He also advised the Council of Europe, the European Parliament, UNESCO, the Ukrainian Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Ministry of Culture, and the Prosecutor General’s Office on different aspects of international law. He is a member of the board of the 2022 Nobel Peace Prize winner Center for Civil Liberties. He was a Fulbright Visiting Scholar 2019-2020 (Stanford University, CA).

Dr Natalia Subbotina obtained a PhD from the Ukrainian Free University, majoring in international law and minoring in philosophy (2025). From 2021 to 2024, she was a holder of the Konrad Adenauer Foundation scholarship for doctoral students in Germany. She was also a coach for international law moot court competitions and a lecturer at the Ukrainian Catholic University (UCU). Earlier, she received an LLM in Human Rights Law from UCU, spending a semester at Tilburg University, the Netherlands, under the FUCE scholarship. Her current research interests include human rights, the environment, and culture, both during peaceful times and in situations of armed conflict. 

Maksym Vishchyk works as a Legal Advisor with Global Rights Compliance Foundation and specializes in public international law, with a focus on international humanitarian, criminal, and human rights law. In recent years, he has been involved in various projects aimed at strengthening Ukraine’s capacity to investigate and prosecute atrocity crimes, including Mobile Justice Teams assisting current conflict-related investigations and the MATRA-Ukraine project “Strengthening Ukraine’s Capacity to Investigate and Prosecute International Crimes“. Maksym is a PhD student and lecturer in international law at the National University of Kyiv-Mohyla Academy.

Prof. Dr. Stefan Weber is a Professor at the Europa-Institut, Saarland University and an attorney-at-law in Vienna and a guest professor at National University of Kyiv-Mohyla Academy. He acts as an arbitrator and advises governments and private entities with a focus on European law. He holds a Dr.iur. degree from the University of Vienna and a LL.M. degree from Harvard Law School, completed habilitation at Vienna School of Economics (Wirtschaftsuniversität Wien), and clerked at the Austrian Constitutional Court and the European Court of Human Rights. He teaches European Union Law, Financial Regulation, and International Dispute Resolution. Research interests include general theory of the state, regulation (national state vs. federation), media and human rights.
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
